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Business, Innovation and Employment on any future National Quarantine Service, and
DPMC and Ministry of Health on the post-winter strategy and variants of concern.

7. More recently they have also engaged with the Ministry of Health to understand mortality
from COVID-19, resulting in recommendations around further work on a continuing review
of death at young ages from COVID-19, and a quality assurance approach to support
incremental improvements including for serious non-fatal outcomes.

8. The current meeting is an opportunity to talk about areas of focus for the Group and any
new commissioning you may have for the Group.

Next steps

9. The Group will continue to have fortnightly placeholders in their calendars but may choose
to meet monthly depending on the work underway.

10. DPMC will continue to provide secretariat support for the Group and keepyou updated on
meetings via the weekly report.

11. We are working with your office on providing a media release about/the updated
membership of the Group and details on the Unite Against COVID-19 website will be
updated at the same time as the media release.
